Two Converts Receive
Rousing Ovation at

Where Is Our Presence?

Black Catholics and Young Adult Ministry

Like a wild, starving hyena, Black
young adults hunger for intimacy, commu-
nity, and spirituality from the Catholic
Church. They look to engagethemselvesin
social justice activities and programs that
promotetheir spiritual maturity inaway that
is relevant to their culture.

Yet Young Adult Ministrieshave been
scarce when it comes to the predominantly
Black Catholic Churchesin Atlanta. Why
isthis? Well, some say that Black Catho-
lics are not taking any initiative when it
comesto Young Adult Ministry, while oth-
ers say that the Archdiocese of Atlanta is
not making a conscious effort to include
Black Catholics.

“Most of the eventstake place on the
Northside of town in Buckhead. Also, |
think that the eventsare not attractiveto our
young parishioners. We don't have alot of
them, but they are hungry for spiritual dia-
logue,” said Aaron Wetherington, a pasto-
ral assistant at Saints Peter and Paul.

Young White Adults versus Young

Black Adults

Father Bruce Wilkerson, pastor at
Most of Blessed Sacrament, isastrong sup-
porter in the effortsto expand Young Adult
Ministry. Hefeelsthat one reason why the
events sponsored by the Archdiocese are not
attractive to Black Catholics is because of
the different issues that White and Black
Catholicsface.

“1 think there isamajor difference
between young White adults, and young
Black adults,” said Father Wilkerson.
“Young White adults are in this constant
defense of their religion while young
Black adults are looking for some sort of
identity aswell as defense.”

Although Ann Blasick, Atlanta
Archdiocesan program coordinator of
Young Adult Ministry, saysthey havetried
to include Black Catholics as well as other
ethnic backgroundsin their ministry,
participation has not been there.

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The Diaconate

History

In the years that followed the Apos-
tolic Age, the Diaconate became a recog-
nized and important office in the Church, a
full part of thethreefold hierarchy of orders:
bishops, priests and deacons. Underlying
all of their functions, the Diaconate emerged
asaministry that freed the bishopsand pres-
byters of their more secular and temporal
duties. More specifically, deacons worked
inthreemajor areas: liturgical, doctrinal and
charitable.

Historical testimony shows that the
deacon at all times had a special link with
the bishop, reporting the needs of the com-
munity to the bishop and bringing his re-
sponse and assistance to those in need and
want. Signsof decay gradually appeared as
the Diaconate began to fall into declinein
the Western Church. Rivalry and rank con-
tributed to the decline. At the same time,
the ministry of service of the deacon began
to betaken over by priestsand laity. Asthe
specia role was lost sight of, the need for
the office became less clear. During the
Middle Ages, the Diaconate had been re-
duced to a preparation stage for the priest-
hood where it remained until the Second
Vatican Council.

On June 18, 1967, Pope Paul VI is-
sued “Sacrum Diaconatus Ordinem,” a
document, which reestablished the perma-
nent Diaconate for the Western Church.
Formal approval of restoration for the
Diaconate in the United States came from
RomeinAugust 1968.

The Diaconate in the Archdiocese of

Atlanta

In collaboration with the priests and
laity of the archdiocese, deacons have been
almost from the very beginning, partnersin
mission and co-workersin the proclamation
of the Good News. From the first ordina-
tion in March, 1977 to the most recent one
in February, 2002, about 150 men and their
families have committed themselves on a
permanent basis and have been officially
sent to attend to the needs of the people,
often at great sacrifice.

Deaconsgive of their timeand talents
generously. Most of them do so without fi-
nancial compensation. The presence of the
deaconssignify, in apowerful way, the com-
mitment of the archdioceseto the service of
its people, and adesire to bring to the secu-
lar society living signs of the Gospel values
preached to all by Jesus himself.

Call to be a Deacon

A manwho feelsheisbeing called to
the Diaconate should obviously spend some-
timein prayer about thiscall. The next steps
would be to discuss it with the family and
then with his pastor. The pastor’s recom-
mendation and if married, the wife's con-
sent, are absolutely necessary.

Those recommended for the program,
and who meet the basi ¢ requirements, spend
the first year discerning the call to the
Diaconate. At the end of the discernment
year, further screening is conducted and
those accepted into the program then begin
afour-year period of formation that usually
culminatesin ordination to the Diaconate.

Currently, there are 127 active dea-
consdistributed among 61 parishesand mis-
sionsinthearchdiocese. Inadditiontotheir
parish assignments deacons serve asairport
chaplains, masters of ceremony to theArch-
bishop, and in various other ministriesto the
sick and needy.

Our solution
was to choose Our Lady of Lourdes as our
church. After joining Our Lady of Lourdes
| wasintroduced to the Catholic Church, the
role of African American meninthechurch
and the diaconate program.

African American Catholic men are
disproportionately represented in the
church’s decisions, planning, and financ-
ing. What can we do as men in the church
to change this situation? We need more Af-
rican American men to commit to the
diaconate program of the church. Deacons
in the church hold aunique position of be-
ing close to the clergy and the laity. We
have a responsibility to serve our people
and serve our church as unique spokesmen
for our people, our church and our com-
munities. We must support each other by
becoming more proactivein our church and
less reactive. That is why we need more
good men in the service of the church in
the diaconate program. The squeaky wheel
will not squeak if proper vigilanceistaken
to keep it maintained.

“We have tried to make events more
multicultural. We have even tried to hold a
bilingual First Friday Mass, but it fell
through. We held an event at the Lyke
House, but not many showed up. The fact
is that the crowd we would get on the
northside would be half of that on the
southside,” said Blasick.

Black Catholics Taking the
Initiative

However, the Archdiocese is not to-
tally to blame for the lack of Young Adult
Ministry in the Black Catholic community.
Many, including Black Catholics, believe
that the Black Catholic community is also
to blame. Out of six predominantly Black
Catholic Parishes, only three have active
YoungAdult Ministries. One of the parishes
isOur Lady of Lourdes, whose Young Adult
Ministry isled by BryanAlli.

Alli has established a strong core of
young adults at Our Lady of Lourdes
where he says the ministry is“simply an
extension of their parish culture.” Never-
theless, Alli feels that there are certain
things you need to have an effective Young
Adult Ministry.

“If you want a strong Young Adult
Ministry, there are two main components
that are essential for success. First you have
to haveleadersthat are going to be commit-
ted and enthusiastic about Young Adult Min-
istry. Second of all you need a solid struc-
ture where everyone involved knows their
role, and knows how things are supposed to
go,” said Alli.

A “Black Young Adult Ministry”?

Regardless of the finger pointing,
Black young Adults are a powerful poten-
tial for the Church. Whilethe Archdiocese
is putting on events such as “Theology on
Tap” and “Spin Dating,” Black Catholics
need to take the initiative in addressing the
issuesthat affect them. Black young Adults
would like to see the Catholic Church ad-
dress and become more involved in such
activitiesas curbing gang violence, address-
ing unstable home situations, drug preven-
tion, hunger, better schools, and ministry to
youth and adultsin jail.

Quality Life Management
Program

Because Most Blessed Sacrament
Church is concerned about the holistic
health of its parishioners, it haslaunched a
program to address their physical well be-
ing. Theprogramiscalled“ Quality of Life

Management” (QLM) which was coordi-
nated by Jim Lemon, aparishioner with the
guidance and spiritual leadership of Fr.
Bruce Wilkerson, pastor of Most Blessed
Sacrament Church.

Health Statistics

The program was based on thefollow-
ing cultural characteristics of African
Americans:

e Most African American adults settleinto
asedentary life-stylein their 40's.

* The shifting of the body and mind to a
slower pace.

* Thetendency to overeat and exert little
energy.

This
type of life-
style could
easily resultin
a variety of
physical and
emotional dis-
orders such as
obesity, hyper-
tension, diabe-
tes, osteoporo-
sis, stress and
low self-es-
teem. Obesity
is a serious
health problem
inthe African American community.

Long-Term Exercise and Proper
Nutrition Produce Greater Well Being

QLM isfor people who are inactive
and/or overweight. Itisdesigned to gradu-
ally incorporate long-term exercise and
proper nutrition in a positive and support-
ive environment. Two rewardsfrom the pro-
gram arethe physiological improvement of
the body and greater psychological or emo-
tional well being.

Studies have shown that a significant
percent of people who score positively on
indexes of psychological well being are
highly active compared to those who are
inactive. The active participants reported
the following: increased self-confidence,
better self-image, improved coordination,
increased stamina and strength and fewer
illnesses. They felt less tense; more disci-
plined, lesstired and more productive.

QLM Requires Commitment to Life-
style Change

QLM isdivided into two phases. (1)
Nutritional Management and (2) Exercise
Management. The QLM philosophy re-
quires a commitment to life-style change.
Thiscommitment must beincorporated into
the psyche as anecessary functionin main-
taining aquality exercise program.

The initial program is designed for
eight weeks and started on May 20, 2002.
Parishioners participatein low impact aero-
bic exercises two nights per week and ex-
ecute a power walk one night per week.
Each exercise period isfollowed by discus-
sions on nutrition, weight, diet and behav-
ior modification.

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Society of the Divine Word, Southern Province of St.
Augustine, Builds New Retreat Facility in the African

American Community

The Society of the Divine
Word (SVD) Missionaries began
working in the African American
community in 1905. By 1920, they
had established a half a dozen par-
ishes in Mississippi and Arkansas.
That sameyear the SVD’sopened a
seminary for the formation of Ne-
gro vocations to the Priesthood. In
1923, because of difficulties, mainly
associated with racism, St. August-
ine Seminary was moved to Bay St.
Louis, Mississippi. In 1934, thefirst
Black SVD priests were ordained.
They were Fathers Anthony
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Bourges, Maurice Rousseve,
Vincent Smith, and Francis Wade.

Sincethen, approximately one
hundred and eight men received all or most
of their formation at St. Augustine and were
ordained SVD priests. St. Augustine Semi-
nary produced sixty SVD Professed Broth-
ers and nine Bishops. Over ninety percent
of those ordained and professed were Black.
Today there are approximately six thousand
Divine Word Missionaries, reflecting the
cultural diversity of the universal church,
ministering in sixty-five countries.

The Old Makes Way for the New

The seminary itself underwent many
changesover theyears: aminor seminary, a
major seminary, novitiate, and today, are-
treat center and a retirement residence for
Divine Word Missionaries.

Two years ago we looked at the pos-
sibility of renovating the old major semi-
nary, which had become aretreat center. Re-
modeling the two-story brick structure was
cost-prohibitive to remodel with the new
codes in effect and the end result would be
anold building with aface-lift. Fortunately,
agenerous gift from abenefactor of the Di-
vineWord Missionaries, who wasinterested
in our retreat apostolate, offered to build us
a new retreat center. In the first week of
January 2002, the demolition of the old re-
treat center began.

New Chapel, one of five new buildings under construction on the
campus of the Society of the Divine Word

The New Retreat Center

The new center will be made of red
brick and all on one level. It iscomposed
of twoindividual Accommodation Buildings
each containing 15 single rooms complete
with bathroom, shower facilities, air-condi-
tioning, etc. Thetotal capacity isfor sixty
(two to aroom) or 30 individuals (single).
The Administration Building will house a
Registration area, aConferenceArea, aread-
ing room and two private bedroom/bath-
rooms and sitting roomsfor the Retreat Di-
rector and the Assistant Director.

Therewill beaseparate Chapel and a
separate Dinning Facility, for atotal of five
buildings situated on the beautiful grounds
of large live oaks and located within walk-
ing distance of the scenic Bay of St. Louis
... anideal setting for a prayerful, peaceful
retreat.

“1 have a hunger to know the truth,
not just to feel good,” Jones told the mam-
moth audience at the Georgia International
Convention Center, Atlanta, celebrating the
CorpusChristi (Eucharistic Congress). “ The
truth is that Catholics truly believe in the
Holy Eucharist, confessions to priests, and
supremacy of the Pope when dealing with
religious mattersin the Catholic Church.”

Pursuing this truth, Jones substituted
hischurch’sWednesday Bible studiesfor the
study of the early Catholic Church fathers.
Then his negative feelings toward Catholic
doctrinesstarted to change. “I beganto con-
nect the dots,” stated Jones amidst loud ap-
plause, “got the basic information... and
found that the center of worship (in the
Catholic Church) was not the preacher, but
the Eucharist as the actual body and blood
of Christ.”

Aged 59, Alex Jonesfinally made up
his mind and joined the Catholic Church
with hiswife, Donna, children and sister on
April 4, 2001. “The Catholic Church hasa
gift of perpetuity,” heconcluded. “Themore
you persecute it the more it grows.”

Academic curiosity brought Scott
Hahn to the Catholic Church; then taught
him to stay. Hahn grew up as a Protestant,
and was ordained a pastor in 1982 at Trin-
ity Presbyterian Churchin Fairfax, Virginia
A professor, author and public speaker, Hahn
had studied the Greek version of the Bible
and compared it with the Old and New Tes-
taments of the Catholic Bible.

Oneday when apriest celebrated Mass,
Hahn noticed how the priest brought together
the contents of the three holy documents, as
did the early Catholic Church. The profes-
sor, hiswife Kimberly, withtheir six children
became Catholicsat the Easter Vigil of 1986.

Alli suggests that Black Catholics
look for events that directly benefit their
community. Healso saysoneway theArch-
diocese can possibly get more participation
is by getting speakers at these events that
might attract Black Catholics. Coming to-
gether as a Black Catholic community and
discussing theseissuesisan important step.
Some parishes have stronger Young Adult
Ministries than others, yet if Black Catho-
lics came together as one strong group, the
issues might get addressed.

“We need to create a reason for the
Archdiocese to look for us when it comes
to spreading this ministry. However ulti-
mately both groups are responsible for ad-
dressing the issues, yet we do hold the key
to getting a diverse group,” said Alli.
