Individual Acts of Stewardship
Bishop Morneau of Green Bay has spoken about the 12 Gardens of Stewardship.  
This broad concept of stewardship shows that it extends to the soul, the arts, 
the mind, history, technology, politics, emotions, the planet, decisions, money, 
relationships, the body, and perhaps others. If stewardship consists of many 
gardens, then obviously it is something that needs to be planted (recognizing 
God as the source of all we have through prayer and thanking God for all those 
gifts), tended (cultivated and nurtured), and harvested (sharing with others and 
giving back to God). The following Individual Acts of Stewardship suggest many 
different ways that we can be stewards.

The Garden of Relationships

Our lives are busy. But the purpose of 
our lives is all about relationships – with 
God, with each other. To neglect our re-
lationships, especially with those who 
are close to us, is to not exercise good 
stewardship.

Our relationships can be a lot of work, 
but they are crucial for our survival.  We must give our relationships proper time 
and attention – just like the gardener giving proper time and attention to his 
garden. Some ideas for tending the garden of our relationships: 

• Send a card to someone who is in need of support.

• When you hear a siren, say a prayer for those it is going to aid and a prayer of 
thanksgiving for those who help them.

• Invite some friends over that you haven’t gotten together with in a while.

• Write a letter to someone you’ve not spoken to/written to in a while.

• Eat out one less time a week. Invite a friend over for dinner.

• Take a parenting class or anger management class (they are great for learning 
better communication skills, even if you don’t think they’d apply to you).

St. Katherine 
Drexel

A great witness 
to Christian 
stewardship, 
Katherine Drexel 
was born into 
a very wealthy 

Philadelphia family in 1858. 
Accustomed to riding in private, 
luxury railroad cars, she received 
the best education money could 
buy and she traveled for and wide.

While on a European tour, Kather-
ine Drexel had an audience with 
Pope Leo XIII and during that en-
counter asked him to send mission-
aries to Wyoming’s native Ameri-
cans. The pontiff challenged her to 
become a missionary herself.

Katherine Drexel was eventually 
to dedicate her life and her for-
tune to aid African Americans and 
Native Americans. She used her 
$20 million inheritance to found 
the Sisters for the Blessed Sacra-
ment. She established some 40 
schools and 50 missions. She also 
established the first African Ameri-
can university for high education 
in the United States, University of 
Xavier in New Orleans. Katherine 
Drexel died in 1955 at age 97. 
Her feast day is March 3.
