As you begin this Petitioner Information Form please know that the purpose of this process is to clarify whether you are bound to a previous marriage in the eyes of the Roman Catholic Church.  The process, which includes the submission of this form and other documents, will help the Tribunal to make a well-informed decision regarding the marriage. 

This Information Form is divided into five sections:
• The first section (pages 1-6) asks basic information regarding you (the Petitioner), about your former spouse (the Respondent), and about your courtship, marriage and divorce to the Respondent. 

• The second section asks for the names and complete addresses of witnesses who can be contacted to answer questions about your courtship and marriage to the Respondent (pages 7-9). 

• The third section (page 10) is to be completed only if you cannot locate your former spouse after trying the sources available to you.

• The fourth section (pages 11- 15) contains a series of questions that will help the Tribunal understand the circumstances related to your marriage and eventual divorce from the Respondent. 

• The final section is the Petition required to open the investigation for a decree of invalidity. There are two pages which will help you in proposing the reason or basis for the Tribunal to examine the validity of your marriage to the Respondent. The last page is a checklist of what is required for you to submit this Information Form and Petition.

If you would like assistance in completing this information, you may meet with a Case Sponsor in your parish — call the parish office or speak with a priest or deacon at the parish. Once you have completed this form, you must meet with a Case Sponsor who will review it with you before it is submitted. Please do not send this form to the Tribunal before meeting with a Case Sponsor. Once the Tribunal receives this information, you will be notified of the next steps in the process. It is important that you keep us informed of any changes in address for you, your former spouse or your witnesses, so the process can run smoothly.

Please be sure to discuss any issues of concern with your Case Sponsor before you submit your case and with your Advocate during the process. As you know, the Tribunal cannot guarantee any timeframe for the completion of a case, nor can it prejudge or guarantee the outcome of a case, so please do not set a date for a new wedding before you have the final decree in hand from the Tribunal.

Please remember that it is not necessary to go into detail in answering the following questions. These are preliminary questions only, and you will have the opportunity later to give in-depth answers to questions relevant to your case.

Preparing Your Petition to Begin the Case
To assist you in submitting your case, we have prepared a “Petition to Begin a Case,” which is the last page in this booklet. It contains the basic information as required by canon law. There is a section in which you are asked to write a very brief description of why you think the marriage was not valid and binding. A Tribunal has a limited number of grounds or legal bases for considering the validity of marriage. The following descriptions of the most common of these grounds may help you to prepare your brief statement. There is much more information about grounds, and additional tools to help you write this brief description, on our website at www.archatl.com/Tribunal. The Tribunal is not concerned with pointing fingers or finding moral fault with either spouse. We are concerned with learning the truth of what happened in the marriage. Any basis or circumstance for a decree of invalidity must have existed from the very beginning of the marriage, so please consider the following as to whether or not they existed from the very beginning of your marriage.
( If there was infidelity in the marriage… Although infidelity is not a ground or basis for the invalidity of marriage, if one or both of you considered the marriage “open” or considered it acceptable to have other sexual partners, you could write, “the exclusion of fidelity or of faithfulness.” It is important to include whether the infidelity occurred early in the marriage, and whether either or both of you were unfaithful during the courtship or engagement, and whether there were multiple instances of adultery or infidelity or just one.

( If there were no children born during the marriage… It may be important for the Tribunal to know why there were no children born in the marriage. If one or both of you excluded the possibility of having children during the time of your marriage, or decided to wait to have children (but separated before you tried to conceive), or if you consistently used birth control (or abortion) to prevent pregnancy, you could write, “the exclusion of child-birth during the marriage.”
( If there was a pre-marital pregnancy… If the fact of a pre-marital pregnancy affected the decision to marry, or caused you to change your plans for marriage, this might be a factor. Did you feel pressured to marry because of the pregnancy, whether it was internal pressure or pressure from someone else such as a family member or clergy? If so, you could write, “pressure to marry because of pregnancy.” 
( If one or both of you were very young or immature at the time of marriage… Immaturity is not a ground for the invalidity of marriage, but in order to marry validly both spouses must be able to make a mature and serious decision about something as important and life-changing as marriage. If you or your former spouse were not able to make such a serious decision at the time you married, or if you seriously misunderstood what marriage was all about, or in hindsight lacked basic knowledge about one another, you could write, “Serious lack of mature judgment or decision-making ability.”
( If there was significant drug or alcohol use during the marriage… Alcohol or drug addiction, or serious abuse, can prevent someone from fulfilling the obligations of marriage, or prevent a person from making sound and mature decisions. If drug or alcohol abuse interfered with your marriage, you could write, “Alcohol (and/or drug) abuse which prevented fulfillment of the basic obligations of marriage,” or “Alcohol (and/or drug) abuse which prevented sound decision-making at the time of marriage.” It is important to include whether the substance abuse existed before marriage and continued into marriage.

( If psychiatric illness affected the marriage… A person must be capable of living out the commitment of marriage, including being a spouse and a parent. If serious psychiatric illness prevented either you or your former spouse from fulfilling the obligations of marriage, you could write, “Serious psychiatric or psychological illness which prevented the fulfillment of the basic obligations of marriage.”
( If deception led to the marriage… If you or your former spouse had been told a lie in order to convince you to marry, or if something important was intentionally concealed in order to get you to marry, you could write, “Deception or fraud intended to lead to marriage.”
( If divorce and remarriage was always an option for an unhappy marriage… If one or both of you always considered divorce as an acceptable way to end the marriage, especially if there was infidelity, abuse, or unhappiness, you could write, “Openness to divorce and remarriage” or, “Exclusion of the permanence of marriage.”

( If homosexuality was an issue in the marriage… Homosexuality is not a ground of invalidity in itself, but confusion over sexuality and self-image can prevent or interfere with the marital relationship and marital intimacy. If this was a factor in the marriage, you could write, ”Inability to fulfill the obligations of a (husband/wife) because of homosexuality.” It is important to include whether homosexual feelings or confusion existed prior to the marriage, how soon into the marriage this became a problem, and whether the marriage ended principally because of homosexuality.
( If there was a serious inability to communicate effectively… Marriage involves the need to communicate effectively between the spouses, especially in problem-solving and in managing conflicts. If the marriage saw constant bickering or was “one long fight,” or if you or your former spouse could not communicate on any but the most basic level, and could not manage or resolve conflict, you could write, “Grave lack of judgment in communication and problem-solving.”

( If you did not intend to marry at all… Sometimes a couple will go through a legal or religious marriage ceremony for a reason connected with immigration, insurance, or finances, and not out of the loving relationship of husband and wife. In other words, they were pretending to marry. If such was the case in this marriage, you could write, “Simulation of marriage for reasons of (immigration/insurance/______).” 
( If one or both of you entered this marriage against your will… If either spouse, or both, did not agree to marry freely but because of some force, or out of fear (even a deep-seated fear of displeasing someone important to you such as a parent or clergyman), you could write, “Force (or fear) to enter marriage.” This might apply also if the marriage was arranged, as happens in some cultures.
( If one or both of you were excessively self-centered in the marriage… Marriage is a partnership between two equals, and each must be concerned for the good of the other. If one or both of you were so self-centered, or so selfish, that the needs of the other spouse were completely ignored or unimportant, and if the marriage did not include any degree of looking out for the welfare and benefit of the other spouse, you could write, “Exclusion of the good of the spouses,” or, “Intention against the good of the other spouse.” It is important to note that this degree of selfishness and insensitivity must be severe, and beyond any level of uncaring or self-centeredness that could be considered normal. It is important to include whether this existed prior to the marriage, and how soon into the marriage it became a problem.
( If there is something you did not know about the other spouse… If there was something important that you did not know about your former spouse — or that your former spouse did not know about you — at the time of the marriage, and which was very important in considering a spouse, you could write, “Error regarding a quality of the other spouse.” It is important to note that the quality must be something important, and something which, if it had been discovered before marriage, probably would have led to canceling the wedding.
( If the marriage was convalidated or “blessed” in the Catholic Church… A Catholic person who first married “outside the Church” or in a marriage ceremony that was not valid in the eyes of the Catholic Church could later ask a priest or deacon to convalidate or “bless” that marriage in a new ceremony. This is understood by the Catholic Church as a new marriage, not simply a blessing of an existing marriage. If your marriage was blessed or convalidated in the Catholic Church, but you did not see that as a new marriage, and continued to see your original ceremony as the real marriage, you could write, “Invalid convalidation,” or perhaps, “Failure to see the validation as the real marriage.”
( If there was physical abuse or serious emotional abuse… If one spouse inflicts physical or emotional abuse upon the other, or upon children, it may stem from a family history of abuse, or from an emotional illness, or from the inability to manage stress and conflict in an appropriate way. Abuse is not itself a ground of invalidity, but it should be mentioned among the reasons for your petition, including whether the behavior was demonstrated prior to the marriage, how early it began after marriage, and what affect it had on the marriage. You could write something like, “Lengthy history of abuse due to incapacity to be a good spouse,” or “Inability to manage conflict and anger without physical (or emotional) abuse.”

The following is a list of information and documents REQUIRED to submit your case. If you cannot obtain one of the following documents, please indicate on a separate sheet of paper what unsuccessful efforts you made or why the information is not available. If your Information Form or Petition is missing any of the following, it will delay acceptance of the case.

(( Completed Information Form (no blank spaces) in black ink.

(( Complete and accurate mailing address of your former spouse (the Respondent), or a completed form detailing your efforts to locate the Respondent. No case can be accepted without this information.

(( Marriage License or Marriage Certificate for the marriage in question.

(( Divorce Decree for the marriage in question.

(( Recent (within the past six months) Baptism Certificates of any Catholic spouse (Petitioner or Respondent)

(( Complete names and mailing addresses for at least four witnesses.

(( Completed Petition for a Case to Examine the Validity of Marriage (no blank spaces).
(( Please make and keep a photocopy of everything you submit to the Tribunal, in case there are problems with mailing.
There is a five hundred dollar ($500.00) fee for a formal case heard by the Metropolitan Tribunal of the Archdiocese of Atlanta. This fee can be paid according to any installment plan you suggest. Once you have committed to a payment plan, the Tribunal expects that you will fulfill your agreement to pay as promised. If your financial circumstances change during the process and you wish to change your payment plan, please speak with your Advocate at the Tribunal. Please know that no one is ever turned away from the Tribunal because of their inability to pay a fee.
